Did you know? 
According to federal law, Rumpke is not permitted to accept 
batteries, tires, liquids, combustible materials or any items iden-
tified as hazardous. Bulky materials including drywall, con-
crete, bricks, dirt or rocks are not accepted curbside. 
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You're stressed. You're sleep-deprived. You're running around trying to get all of your shopping done 
before the family arrives. The crooks who want to steal your personal information couldn't be happi-
er.  Identity theft is a year-round problem, but fraud experts warn that the chaotic holiday season is 
prime time for this crime.  
• If you write checks, use only the necessary information, name, address, phone number. Never give 
your social security number.  
• Safeguard your credit cards and checks as you do cash. Maintain them out of sight and securely on 
your person.  
• Keep your purse or wallet on you. Shoulder straps should cross your body, not dangling from your 
shoulder. Do not lay them in a shopping basket. Be sure they are closed securely.  

• Make a list of all your credit cards, debit cards and checks with account 
numbers. Keep the list in a secure place at home. Notify issuers immediately if 
your card is lost, stolen or misused.  
• Take your time when making a purchase. Be sure you collect your license, 
credit card, or check book and your receipt. Also, try to position your body so 
that others may not observe your transactions.  
• Keep your receipts and reconcile your statement. Promptly report any dis-
crepancies to the issuer.  
• Consider direct deposit of your payroll or benefit checks; it’s safe and con-
venient and prevents the theft of your checks.

We ask that you rake your leaves to the edge 
of your property as soon as you are able to.  The Street  

Department will be collecting leaves daily and will get 
to your property as soon as possible.  The Municipality 
will continue to allow residents to bring leaves to the  
Service Department located at 148 South Water Street 
between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday–
Friday.  Please dump the leaves in the designated area.  
Bagged leaves must be emptied and the bags taken with 
you and brush will not be accepted. 
Please rake leaves to an open area where they are ac-

cessible to the crews, not behind parked cars, mail boxes, 
trees, shrubs, etc.  This only slows down the 
leaf pickup process. 
Leaves will not be picked up on any holiday.

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Storm Water Tips 
             For  “Fall”ing into Winter 
Fall is just around the corner and Winter is in sight! As you button up your yard 
before Winter comes, are your Fall yard practices protecting our rivers and 
streams? They are if you: 
� Keep your leaves and grass clippings out of the streets and storm drains. 
– Yard plants that get into our waterways will rob aquatic life of oxygen as they  
decompose. 
� Direct your down spouts away from hard surfaces. – Rainwater leaving 
your roof has collected pollutants that can be safely captured by your lawn. If it runs across hard surfaces 
and into the storm drains instead, run-off goes directly in our waterways without any treatment. 
� Remember that Fall is the best time for your lawn to be de-thatched, aerated, seeded, and ferti-
lized (use phosphorous-free fertilizers at the correct rate!). –Maintaining a healthy lawn reduces your 
need to use chemicals that can leave your lawn and enter our waterways where they harm aquatic life.

Property tax bills will be 
issued by Montgomery 
County soon, and by log-
ging on to the Montgomery 
County Auditor’s website 
at www.mcauditor.org 
you can research a variety 
of subjects pertaining to 
your property. Click Real-
Estate  then Property 
Search. You can then 
search either by owner or 
by street address. 
Once there, you can check 
on tax payment history, the 
value history of your prop-
erty and see an image of 
your house. You can also 
view all levies and assess-
ments to the property and 
much more.  If for any rea-
son your information is in-
correct contact the Auditor 
at 937-225-4010. 
 

For the protection of public health, safety and general welfare of citizens, local gov-
ernments use zoning and property maintenance regulations to help manage real 
estate in their jurisdictions. 
The City of Germantown has established and enforces a Property Maintenance Code 
for the purpose of promoting and protecting the public health, safety, convenience, 
comfort, prosperity and general welfare of the community.  The code also serves to 
protect and promote property values with-
in the City. Nearly every city has adopted a 
property maintenance code and property 
owners expect a city to protect the value 
of their property from the negative conse-
quences of surrounding development.  
Germantown officials are committed to 
continue work to maintain this standard 
through enforcement of City codes.  Some 
of the more visible regulations include: 
§ Home repair and maintenance stand-

ards 
§ Maintenance standards for accessory buildings and structures 
§ Driveway and sidewalk maintenance for public safety 
§ Public health issues from standing water 
§ Length of grass and landscaping requirements 
§ Maintenance standards for exterior open spaces 
Overall, local government plays an important role in protecting the value of each 
home and maintaining the overall appearance of Germantown as a community.  For 
more information regarding the City’s Property Maintenance Code or to report vio-
lations, contact National Inspection Corporation at 428-1128 or 855-7255.
